NOTICE OF RACE 

The Organising Authority for this Series is the Gosford Sailing Club.

1 	RULES
All races will be conducted under the following:

1.1 	The current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) of the International Sailing Federation (ISAF). 

1.2 	The Prescriptions and Special Regulations of Yachting Australia shall apply.

1.3	The International J24 Class Rules 2009-2010 (except as altered by the Sailing    Instructions or this Notice of Race).

1.4	This Notice of Race.

1.5	The Sailing Instructions to be issued prior to the race.

2 	ALTERATIONS OF CLASS RULES 
The Rules of the International J24 Class 2009-2010 are changed as follows: 

2.1 	Where a boat deviates from the rules of measurement on hull and rigging, such deviation may be considered legal when a class measurer is satisfied that the item in question is ‘as supplied by the licensed builder at the time of manufacture’. The measurement certificate shall be endorsed appropriately by the class measurer.

3 	ADVERTISING 
3.1 	For the purpose of advertising, the classification of this championship shall be in accordance with ISAF Regulation 20. 

3.2  	Boats may be required to display advertising material chosen and supplied by the organizing authority.  


4 	ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
The Championship is open to boats of the International J24 Class that fulfil the following requirements: 

4.1	The owner of the J24 as shown on the measurement certificate shall be a member of their State Class Association.

4.2 	Each boat shall hold and lodge with the Organising Authority a current Measurement Certificate, a current Compliance Certificate issued and validated by the State Measurer, and a current Inventory of Required and Optional Equipment for the International J24 Class. These forms are available on the J24 website.

4.3 	Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of $10,000,000 per event. A copy of the certificate of currency or policy document shall be lodged with the Organizing Authority at the time of entry.

4.4 	Each boat shall hold and lodge with the Organising Authority a current valid Yachting Australia Special Regulations Compliance Certificate, minimum of Category 7. 

4.5	Eligible boats may enter under the conditions of entering the NSW State Championships on 2nd and 3rd October, prior to the Legends Regatta.

5 	FEES
5.1	The Legends Regatta is free of charge.

6 	SCHEDULE OF EVENTS 
6.1 	The Legends Regatta will consist of Two (2) races, scheduled over one (1) day of racing on Monday 4th October  2010.

6.2	No warning signal will be made after 1530hrs on Monday 4th October 2010.

Legend helmspersons are advised that the water north of the cardinal mark at Point Frederick is extremely shallow.

9.1 	All courses will be Windward/Leeward.  Courses will be as described in the Sailing Instructions.

10.1.	The Scoring Penalty, rule 44.1 shall apply.

1. The participation, including negligent participation, by all persons in Racing organised or conducted by the GSC, including participation as skipper, crew person, official, race organiser or otherwise ;
1. The defaults, acts and omissions, including negligent defaults, acts and omissions, of Gosford Sailing Club Ltd. and its officers, employees, agents, volunteers and members, and the crews of all boats;
4  	acknowledges and accepts that the GSC :
1. does not and cannot control, diminish or affect the perils of the sea;
1. is not in a position to take precautions against the risk of harm to persons arising from the perils of the sea;
1. is not in a position to provide advice, assistance or support to boats and crews during the course of Racing organised or conducted by the GSC;
1. does not certify the seaworthiness or suitability to race of any boat.
5  	agrees :
1. to release, hold harmless and indemnify the GSC and its officers, 
employees, agents, volunteers and members from all liability any of those persons has to the owner/skipper or any crew member on the boat, or to any person claiming through or under any such person, arising from the loss of life or injury to persons, or loss of or damage to property, howsoever caused, including by negligent act omission, arising out of or relating to :
0. participation by the boat or any other boat in racing organised or conducted by the GSC.
0. Any matter referred to in paragraphs 3 and 4
0. the conduct or courses of races in any respect including any act or omission (whether reasonably foreseeable or not) causing or relating to loss of or damage to any boat or the death of or injury to any person;
1. that participation by the boat and crew in any racing organised or
